Ingredients
FOR THE ICE RING:
•  8 oz. strawberries, hulled and sliced
•  2 limes, thinly sliced

FOR THE PUNCH:
•  12 oz. strawberries, hulled and sliced
•  1 1/2 cups sugar
•  3/4 cup fresh lime juice (from about 6 limes)
•  3 cups ginger ale
•  3 cups sparkling water or seltzer

Directions
1. For the ice ring: Set aside a few strawberry and lime slices, 
then arrange the rest in the bottom of a 10- or 12-cup Bundt 
pan so they lie fl at ( they can be mixed together). Slowly pour in 
2 cups water and freeze until solid, about 3 hours.

2. For the punch: In a medium bowl, toss together the 
strawberries, sugar, and lime juice. Cover and let sit until the 
juices accumulate, about 40 minutes. 

3. In a blender, purée the strawberry mixture until smooth, then 
strain through a fi ne mesh sieve into a large punch bowl. ( If 
serving later, strain into a pitcher and refrigerate for up to 2 
days.) 

4. Add the ginger ale, seltzer, to the strawberry purée in the 
punch bowl. Stir to combine, skimming o�  the excess foam.

5. Fill a large bowl with 4 inches warm water. Dip the bottom 
of the Bundt pan in the water for 10 to 15 seconds to loosen the 
ice ring. Top the pan with a plate and fl ip to invert the ice ring. 
Slide the ring into the punch, fl oat the reserved strawberry and 
lime slices in the punch, and serve immediately. 

Tip: The ice ring can be made up to 2 weeks in advance and kept 
frozen in the pan, wrapped in plastic. The strawberry purée can 
be made, strained, and stored in an airtight container in the 
refrigerator for up to 2 days.
